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Call to order and roll call 
The meeting was called to order by Kevin Yeanoplos, Chairman at 3:05 p.m.

After the roll was called, Kevin Yeanoplos read from the agenda, “Discussion, consideration and possible action concerning the determination from the State Procurement Office relating to the Ombudsman Case #1303605 and the Board’s recommendations for any response to the same.”  He summarized the reason for the education being offered at the Outreach meeting held on September 6, 2013.  He noted that mistakes had been made and believed that the Board had received bad advice, but that it did not absolve them of the mistakes being made.  He requested input from the other members of the Board of what action should be taken as a result of the letter being received from the State Procurement Office (SPO).  

James Heaslet asked if the letter received was the final determination for this complaint.  Jeanne Galvin replied that this was a determination from SPO not from the Ombudsman yet.  James Heaslet wanted to have a chance to appeal this letter.  Mike Petrus and Frank Ugenti made comments that they also believed this was discussed in open meetings for 8 months, and that it should be pointed out to SPO that this was not one 7-hour course but two courses.  When Frank Ugenti questioned Jeanne Galvin about Debra Rudd’s authority as Executive Director to approve payments, particularly up to $5,000, Jeanne Galvin explained she still must follow certain regulations.  Mike Petrus and Erik Clinite suggested that instead of focusing on what happened in the past, they should be focusing on the letter currently received and what action they should take.   Additional discussion included procurement procedures and regulations.   Mark Keller pointed out that he had received several positive comments from the appraisal community about the education offered in this Outreach meeting.  Jeanne Galvin stated that this was not the issue.  After further discussion about what had happened, Frank Ugenti made a motion to go into Executive Session for legal advice.  James Heaslet seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved. 
Upon return from Executive Session, Kevin asked if they had enough discussion to determine what action to take.  He stated that he wanted Jeanne Galvin to draft a letter that would be cordial, addressing specific items that appear to be incorrect, and that included in this letter should be the incorrect advice received by SPO and acknowledge there are some improvements that need to be made and he would like the procurement restrictions to be limited to 30 days, instead of indefinitely.  After stating the items, he then said this was his motion.  James Heaslet asked if he would add to his motion that training be included for the staff and Board members, along with a request to meet with personnel from SPO in person to discuss the items.  Jeanne Galvin stated this should be two different motions, thus he rescinded his request for the additional items.  James Heaslet then seconded the original motion.  All voted in favor to have Jeanne Galvin draft the letter to be sent next week. 

Kevin Yeanoplos then made a motion to have a face to face meeting with the top person in Procurement including the Chairman, Vice Chairman, Counsel, and the Executive Director before the end of 2013.  James Heaslet seconded the motion.  All the members voted in favor of the motion.  

James Heaslet then made a motion to adjourn.  Mark Keller seconded the motion.  The meeting was then adjourned.  The meeting adjourned at 3:05 p.m.
