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The meeting was called to order by Kevin Yeanoplos, Chairman at 10:04 A.M.  Erik Clinite and Kevin Yeanoplos both appeared telephonically.  Debra Rudd, the Executive Director was also in attendance.

Mr. Yeanoplos asked for any corrections or a motion to approve the minutes from the last meeting held on October 15th, 2013. Mr. Clinite made a motion to accept the minutes as written, and Mr. Yeanoplos seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

The next item on the agenda involved the new financial reports being provided by ADOA Shared Services division.  Both members of the committee reported that they liked the new reports as the reports now answered their questions.  Mr. Clinite requested that the revenues that were projected in the budget be added to the Financial Report, similar to the way the expense column has been added.  There was also discussion about the appropriations versus revenues, with a request for both to be shown on this same report if possible.  Debra Rudd told them that she would request it, but was unsure if these were two separate reports that could not be combined.

The members discussed the FY2014 expenditures and questioned when some of the items were paid, such as the annual rent, the attorney generals fees and risk management.  They also asked about the temporary agency estimates, personnel costs, and a few other minor expenses.  After Debra Rudd answered their questions, both members stated they were satisfied with the reports.

A discussion about possible data costs for investigations was discussed.  Debra Rudd reported that up until now the Board has used contract investigators who were responsible for subscribing to the data sources they needed to complete the job.  Now that the Board is hiring a staff investigator, she asked the Committee to consider covering the costs of the MLS system.  However, her research would not allow the Board of Appraisal to subscribe to this system at this time.  She will write a request to the Board of the ARMLS to request that a subscription be allowed to their service.  No action was taken by the Committee members.

The members referred the agenda item to the full board regarding Debra Rudd’s possible attendance at the Third Party Vendor Oversight Summit to be held on December 10th in Las Vegas.   That being the final order of business, Erik Clinite made a motion to adjourn.  Kevin Yeanoplos seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
