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The meeting was called to order by Erik Clinite, 11:10 A.M.  Erik Clinite and Mike Petrus both appeared telephonically.  Jeanne Galvin, Assistant Attorney General and Debra Rudd, the Executive Director was also in attendance.

Erik Clinite read the first item on the agenda, which was to approve the November 13th, 2013 minutes of the Budget Committee meeting.  Jeanne Galvin explained that since Kevin Yeanoplos is no longer a member of the Board the Rule of Necessity would come into play.  She asked Erik if he had any corrections to the minutes, and absent that he could then state he accepted the minutes as presented.  Erik Clinite said he believed the minutes were correct.

The next item on the agenda was to review the latest financial reports provided by ADOA Shared Services division.  Erik explained to Mike Petrus the different reports that are provided and how he reviews them.  He stated that it appeared that there would be a surplus from what was projected.  Debra Rudd explained the reason for the surplus was the staff expenses projected at the beginning of the year versus the actual expenses that we now have.  She further added that even though it was projected we would have eight employees; the office is running well with only seven employees at this time.

The next item on the agenda relating to the construction of a wall to separate one office into two was then discussed.  Debra Rudd explained that while the staff worked well in the past in the one large office, it was desirable for privacy reasons to separate the two office areas now.  She had received bids from the appropriate agency (General Services Division of ADOA), and that two of the bids were under $7,500.  Mike Petrus made a motion to recommend to the full board that the Executive Director spend the funds for this purpose.  Erik Clinite seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Erik Clinite then brought up the next agenda item regarding attendance at the AARO Conference to be held in San Francisco on April 11th through 13th.  After discussing the merits of attending this conference and who would be likely to attend, Erik Clinite moved to recommend to the full board up to a total of six persons expenses be paid for this conference including the Executive Director and Board Members.   Mike Petrus seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
   
The next meeting was scheduled for April 17th @ 9:00 a.m.   That being the final order of business, Mike Petrus made a motion to adjourn.  Erik Clinite seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
