
Application Review Committee 
Minutes of the March 20th, 2014 Meeting

Call to Order and Roll call   

The meeting was called to order by James Heaslet at 10:30 a.m.

Approval of the previous committee meeting minutes

Mike Petrus motioned to approve the minutes of the February 20th, 2014 meeting minutes.  James Heaslet seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously. 

Application #12174 for Certified General Credential, Andrew M. Dyson (by reciprocity)
The Applicant appeared before the committee telephonically to answer their questions about his application and the complaint he received on his real estate sales agent license in Colorado.  Mr. Dyson answered the questions of the committee.  Due to the seriousness of the complaint, the consensus of the committee was to refer this application to the full board for their consideration at the meeting on March 21st, 2014.  
Application for #AR12009 Dawn R. Tomlinson, Certified Residential 

The applicant attended the meeting telephonically.  This application was before the committee again for them to review her new appraisal reports.  James Heaslet made a motion to recommend approval of her application to the full board.  Mike Petrus seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.  

Discussion regarding request from Michael John Sergio to be heard by the committee

Mr. Sergio appeared before the committee to ask the members to consider his experience under his Supervisor, but decided to withdraw his request prior to the meeting.  The committee took no action on this item.
Application for AL12029 Eric R. Ranta
Mr. Ranta appeared before the committee to answer their questions.  The Board received a complaint on this applicant in 2011.  However, Mr. Ranta’s license expired prior to the board hearing the complaint.  The Board closed the case without prejudice, and the complaint was to be reconsidered in the event the applicant ever reapplied for a license.  Mr. Ranta explained that he did not know about the complaint due His license expired in 2010 and he had not renewed it and had actually stopped appraising in July, 2010 due to an accident he had been in. The committee decided to take no action on the previous complaint at this time.  However, they directed staff to place this complaint as an item under New Business on the agenda once Mr. Ranta becomes licensed again for the full board’s consideration.  By consensus the committee recommended approval of his application to the full board.  

Application for AR11963 Paul Sogn

Mr. Sogn’s application expires on April 9th, 2014; however his appointment to take the National Exam is four days later.  He requested an extension to allow him to take this exam without requiring a new application being submitted. After discussion, James Heaslet made a motion to extend the expiration date 30 days to allow him to take the exam.  Mike Petrus seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

The committee then went off the record to review the remaining applications.

Upon returning to the record, James Heaslet made a motion to recommend approval of all of the items on the agenda with the exception of those noted previously, and to invite Applicant AR 12087 Douglas A. Migliorini to come before this committee with his Supervisor to answer questions about his appraisals that were submitted. Mike Petrus seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.
There being no other business before this committee, the meeting was then adjourned.
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
