Approval of the Minutes from the previous meeting 

Due to a lack of a quorum for those who attended the March 20th, 2014 meeting, the minutes were not able to be approved.  This item will appear on the next meeting agenda for approval.

Agenda Item regarding proposed draft of changes to the Arizona Administrative Code Chapter 4, Section 36 - Articles 1 through 6. 

The committee reviewed the latest draft of the proposed revisions to the Administrative Code Chapter 4, Section 36 - Articles 1 through 6. Frank Ugenti reported that the committee had decided to start this meeting with a review of all of the changes from the previous meeting.   
R4-46-101
Discussion included definitions of “Appraisal Practice” and “Assignment." Debra Rudd explained that the committee had directed her to review the definitions with the current USPAP to make sure they were in compliance.  She found the term “consulting assignment” to be outdated, and the terms Appraisal practice and Assignment to be more in tune with the current verbiage.  
R4-46-301
The latest draft requirements for submission of a “Complaint”, that it be written communication “on a form prescribed by the Board” was changed to state that complaint forms are available on the website or at the Board Office.  The committee had wanted the complainant to fill out a complaint form and if they did not fill out the form, to send the complaint back to the complainant for them to fill out the form.  Ms. Galvin advised the committee to not restrict the reporting of complaints in this manner.  They both agreed to the change recommended.  

R4-46-501 through 509 
Jeanne Hann asked the committee to be certain about the substantive changes made to the course approval process.  Questions arose about the authority to approve course providers.  After discussion with those present at the meeting, it was determined that Ms. Hann would have another look at the revisions to make sure the Board could still approve courses for course providers, but the course providers would also have a system in place to assure their instructors meet the minimum requirements for eligibility to teach their courses.   They additionally decided to change the course approvals from one year or three years to two years.
The remainder of the draft of the rules was acceptable to the committee.
Agenda item relating to HB2239
Debra Rudd gave an update about the bill, stating it had been approved at both the Senate and the House.  Elaine Arena, the lobbyist for the Phoenix Chapter of the Appraisal Institute described the process for the Governor to sign, or in the event she did not sign the bill but did not veto it, when it would be effective.  The estimated time for this bill to be enacted was at the end of July, depending on when the legislative session ends. 
Future Meeting Dates
The Committee discussed meeting as soon as possible after the revisions are made to this draft.  If the revisions are approved, to then send the draft to the full board for them to discuss and decide at the next board meeting.  Once the full board approves the draft, the official document will be filed with the Governor’s Regulatory Review Council and will take approximately 6 months to process.
There being no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 3:00 p.m.
