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Call to order and roll call 

The meeting was called to order by Frank Ugenti, at 1:00 p.m.

Frank Ugenti opened the meeting by thanking all of the participants for their involvement and contributions.  He noted that they have met for the past ten months to reach what will hopefully be the review of the final draft today.
 
Approval of the Minutes from the previous meeting 

Erik Clinite made a motion to approve both the March 20th and April 17th, 2014 meeting minutes as presented.  Frank Ugenti seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved unanimously.

Agenda Item regarding proposed draft of changes to the Arizona Administrative Code Chapter 4, Section 36 - Articles 1 through 6. 

The committee then began the review of the latest draft of the proposed revisions to the Administrative Code Chapter 4, Section 36 - Articles 1 through 6. Frank Ugenti reported that the committee had decided to start this meeting with a review of all of the changes from the previous meeting.   
Discussion included a review of the revised or added definitions, such as “Accredited” and “Classroom education".  Jeanne Hann explained she relied upon the AQB definitions and for the Course Approval Program (CAP) for most of the changes made to this draft.  The majority of the changes reviewed involved Article 5, Course Approvals.
A question about a course being submitted for approval to teach both in a classroom setting and by distance education was asked if they would need to file two different applications.  After discussing the differences in procedures for staff to process these two different applications, Erik Clinite made a motion to have a separate fee instead of charging $200 for each application, to charge $300 for both applications for the same class if they to be offered in a classroom setting and through distance education and both are submitted at the same time.  Frank Ugenti seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
The remainder of the draft of the rules was reviewed and found to be acceptable to the committee.
The Committee discussed putting this draft on the May Board meeting agenda for the Board to approve.  The general consensus was to add this to the agenda for the May 22nd Board meeting.  If the full board approves the draft, the official document would be filed with the Governor’s Regulatory Review Council and will take approximately 6 months to process.
Frank Ugenti noted that the committee may not need to meet further to discuss this draft, thus set no future meeting dates.  A discussion about whether rules would need to be written to clarify HB2239 resulted in Jeanne Galvin stating she did not believe this would be absolutely necessary.  The Board could do Substantive Policy Statements instead of rules if they wished.
