
Important Changes Coming to the Board of Appraisal
On July 3, 2015, the Board of Appraisal will become the Real Estate Appraisal Division of the Department of Financial Institutions.  
Senate bill 1480 passed in the last legislative session, called for the powers of the Board Members to be transferred to the Superintendent of the Department of Financial Institutions (DFI). SB1480 can be viewed by downloading the document shown below.  The section of this bill pertaining to the Board of Appraisal starts on page 5.  The bill can be somewhat difficult to follow as it covers the consolidation of two other agencies, but if you view page 12 of this bill you will see that all of the staff will be staying on after the consolidation.  
Superintendent Kingry has been working for the past few months with Executive Director Debra Rudd and the other Board staff to make the transition as seamless as possible.  The department currently issues 19 different types of licenses and has 54 employees. To view more about DFI visit http://www.azdfi.gov/  
After July 1st, checks for licensing should be made payable to the Department of Financial Institutions.  Any changes to the processing of applications or complaints will be revealed once decisions have been finalized.   Until that time, please continue to submit your applications or complaints as shown on the website.
